
Feast of the Transfiguration
6 August 

The Transfigured Jesus, the Divine Saviour of the World 
is the patron of El Salvador (The Saviour). The Feast of 
the Transfiguration is celebrated on 6 August. 

Part of the celebrations of the feast is
la bajada (the descent), which takes place in front of the
national cathedral. After being carried through the
streets a wooden image of Christ is lowered into a
wooden shell. When it emerges it is clothed in white
robes which symbolises Christ’s transfiguration.
